Hall Exhibitors

All exhibits must be made or produced by the exhibitor. Unless
otherwise specified, all exhibits are open to both adults and
juniors.

Show an exhibit hall volunteer your claim
ticket, and then remove your exhibits. All exhibits must be
removed by 4:15 p.m. Any vegetables, fruits, eggs, honey, flowers,
or baked goods not removed by 4:15 p.m. will be auctioned to
help defray fair expenses.
